This has been a year of great challenges for Daystar.

We had to replace a major portion of the roof on our three units, (121-125 N. 18"
Street), along with replacing the roof over the porch and extensive rebuilding of its
underlying wood structure. Then, we had to replace our electrical service because half of
our electric panel burned out. God has been good to us in that we have had enough cash
flow. to pay for these crucial repairs. Now we have a challenge for which we are asking for
your help.

Our main bathroom has a serious, persistent leaking problem that is all but
impossible to fix without a complete rebuild of the bathroom. We have tried the other
“patch it up” way several times and have twice replaced a major portion of the ceiling in the
living room underneath the bathroom. The ceiling is again showing signs of extensive
water damage. From bids we have received, we estimate the repairs to be between 12 and
13 thousand dollars. Payment for the previous repairs has put us in a position of having to
put off this work and not being able to afford these repairs.
