Sunday School Makes an Impact

In a series of experiments on the moral development of children, a significant discovery was made: children who are enrolled in Sunday school showed significantly better conduct in the areas of honesty, cooperation, persistence, and inhibition of undesirable behavior! This is not a surprise.  We have always known that God makes a difference.  

Sunday school gives people of all ages the opportunity to fellowship and learn more about God in a small group setting. Children develop friendships with other children that are taught similar values. In fellowship, adults share themselves with other Christians.  This serves to unify us, not just as a Church community, but a Church family.  In turn, our spirits are enriched as we gather together in worship.  

Children model the behavior of their parents. When they see us reading the Bible and hear us praying they learn that God is significant in our life. As parents, we show our children what we value through our commitments.  We are missionaries in our own homes as we demonstrate the importance of our faith to our children.
