August Prayer Challenge — Musical Prayers! Ever use music in your personal prayer time? Music goes beyond what
words can express... it connects with our emotions, stirs our spirit and helps us to more fully express what is in our
hearts. Throughout the month of August, try one or all of these ways to make your prayers musical!

e Sing Your Prayer - If you have a hymnal at home, open it up and find a song to use as your prayer (and if you
would like to borrow a hymnal from church, just let Tina Eaton know). Sing it out loud and let the sound of your
voice be your prayer. Allow the act of singing to open your heart to conversations with God. No matter if you think
you have a beautiful voice or not, sing out loud for your audience of Onel!

Pray the Lyrics - When we worship together in the church, we often don’t take time to really consider the words.
